REVISED REGULATION 22.9(2) (a) – 2006 OCCUPATIONAL EXPOSURE LIMITS FOR AIRBORNE POLLUTANTS

The Occupational Exposure Limits (OELs) that were promulgated in Government Notice Number R 7400 appearing in Government Gazette Number 23583 of 2 July 2002 have been amended.  The amended regulation 22.9(2)(a), the 2006 OELs for Airborne Pollutants, have been promulgated in Government Notice Number R 989 appearing in Government Gazette Number 29276 of 5 October 2006.

The following changes must be highlighted:

1. Revised and New OELs:

· The revised OELs can be distinguished in the table by the “[06]” under the Notes column; and

· New additions can be distinguished in the table by the “[06*]” under the Notes column.
2. Pollutant Codes:

The Pollutant Codes are included in the second column.  It must be noted that there were significant changes to these codes and the pollutant codes as listed in the SAMOHP Code Book must not be used in future.

Road shows, with the Regional Occupational Hygiene Inspectors of Mines and Mine Occupational Hygienists, to discuss and clarify the consequences of the exclusion of the 5% Silica stipulation will be planned in the near future.

The new occupational exposure limits must be communicated with the Occupational Hygienists appointed under Section 12.1 of the Mine Health and Safety Act.
